ended 31 March 2022, has written back to NSE and SEBI that he has been satisfactorily provided with
the necessary explanations and clarifications by the Company and therefore has withdrawn his complaint.
There is no regulatory action from NSE and SEBI yet in this regard. Pending final response from NSE and
SEBI, if any, the outcome of the complaint filed against the Company by the complainant cannot be
determined currently. Further, the Company had received a notice in the current year from an adjudicating
authority of a dispute between the promoter shareholders/ promoter directors which has been
subsequently withdrawn by the petitioner.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.
