AMAZON IS LOOKING to
expand its PrimeVideobusiness
in 2025, introducing advertise-
ments in five new major mar-
kets, including India. The com-
panyannounced the expansion
plans at its Amazon UnBoxed
conference in Austin, Texas.

“To continue investing in
compelling content and keep
increasing thatinvestment over
alongperiod of time,startingin
2025, Prime Video shows and
movies will include limited
advertisements in India,” said
the company.

Amazon currently includes
adson PrimeVideointhe US,the
UK, Australia, Austria, Canada,
France, Germany, Italy, Mexico
and Spain, and gives viewers in
those countries the option to
paytocontinuereceivinganad-
freefeed.Thatwill be the case for
thenew countriestobeaddedin
the newyear.“We will also offer
a new ad-free option and will
share the price of that option at
alater date,”the streamer said.

The current Prime member-
ship fee will remain unchanged
for those opting for the ad-sup-
ported version. Prime Lite sub-
scribers will continue to see ads
as part of their existing plan.

Amazon’s announcement
comes at a time when rival
Netflix is also considering
introducing a free, ad-sup-
ported tier in India and other
markets. The company is also
testing pause ads, which
appears when a viewer pauses
what he is watching.

Amazon says the new ad-
supported feedwill“helpbrands
of all sizes connect with new
audiences in new countries”.
However, analysts point at
intense competition and the
pressure on subscription rev-
enue as the prime reasons for
addinganewad tierin India.
