The researchers created a
web-based survey designed to
characterise the symptom pro-
file and time course in patients
with confirmed or suspected
long Covid,who experience pro-
longed symptoms.

With responses from 3,762
eligible participants from 56
countries, the study, published
in the journal EClinicalMedi-
cine, identified a total of 203
symptomsin 10 organ systems,
of which 66 symptoms were
tracked for seven months.

The most common symp-
toms were fatigue, post-exer-

tional malaise — worsening of

symptoms after physical or men-

tal exertion — and cognitive dys- |

GOOGLE SOFTWARE ENGI-

they did before the pandemic.

Internal research at the Al-
phabet unit also showed that
employees want more “collab-
oration and social connec-
tions” at work, according to
Brian Welle, a human re-
sources vice president. Welle
declined to provide exact fig-
ures but said “more than 75%”
of surveyed employees an-
swered this way. Most staff
also specifically craved physi-
cal proximity when working
on new projects.

“There’s something about
innovative work — when you
need that spark,” Welle said in
an interview.“Our employees
feel like those moments hap-
pen better when they’re to-
gether”
